AIRLINE TRIP INSURANCE: You may purchase insurance covering your trip anywhere in North
America or Hawali at any Northwest office. Maximum insurance is $62,500, obtainable in units
of $6,250 at a cost of $.25 per unit.

AIR TAXI SERVICE: This service is available at many cities served by NWA to off-line points,
BAGGAGE: "Baggage" includes all luggage, such as brief cases, packages, typewriters,
camera equipment and similar articles, whether carried in the cabin, or checked prior to
boarding. Free baggage allowances are: (a) 40 Ibs. when traveling first class or tourist entirely
within the U.S. and Canada; {b) 44 Ibs. when traveling to or from Hawaii; (¢} 66 Ibs, when
traveling first class or tourist between Seattle and Anchorage, or Minneapolis/St. Paul and
Anchorage via Edmonton; (d) 66 Ibs. first class, or 44 |bs.tourist when traveling between
U.S. cities and Seattle, in connection with travel to or from Alaska; and (e) 66 Ibs. first class or
44 |bs, tourist when traveling to, from, or within the Orient.
